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Colleges and Universities participating in the Baltimore Student Exchange Program (BSEP) agree 
to the following procedures and guidelines consistent with their institutional missions and 
academic policies: 

I. 
�D�� The BSEP collaborative programs include undergraduate courses offered during the��

fall and spring semesters. Independent undergraduate work, special tutorials, or��
private study types of courses that consume a large portion of faculty time are��
generally not included in the BSEP program, nor are weekend or evening courses��
offered through continuing educational studies programs.

�E�� Participating institutions must be current members in good standing of the Baltimore��
Collegetown Network.

�F�� Eligible students include matriculated, degree-seeking undergraduates from��
participating institutions.  First year students are not eligible. Part-time students must��
be enrolled in at least the same number of credits at the home institution as the host��
institution. Students may not enroll in more than 8 courses during their academic��
careers.
Institutions may require students to be full time at their home institutions before��
allowing 
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
